Why Apply: Receive funding to improve state and local jurisdictions’ capacities to respond
to violent crime and the functioning of the criminal justice system through the
investigation and prosecution of cases resulting from sexual assault kit (SAK)
evidence and the collection of lawfully owed DNA from convicted offenders.

How to apply and when: Submit a two-step application.

(1)Register in Grants.gov and follow the prompts to submit two forms by
June 5, 2023.

(2) Then complete the full application in JustGrants.usdoj.gov by
June 12, 2023. The application’s major elements are:

(@) The proposal abstract that summarizes the problem you wish to
address with your project (no more than 400 words).

(b) The proposal narrative that describes your project’s strategies,
activities, and major deliverables as well as your capacity to address
the problem.

(c) The web-based budget form that details how you will allocate the
grant funds by task, date, and responsible person.
