Why Apply: Receive funding to serve as financial intermediaries to community-based
reentry programs (subawardees) and to provide support via an incubator
model in order to increase capability and capacity within the subawardees’

Maximum per Award: Up to $4,000,000 per award

How to apply and when: Submit a two-step application.

(1)Register in Grants.gov and follow the prompts to submit two forms by
July 8, 2024.

(2) Then complete the full application in JustGrants.usdoj.gov by
July 15, 2024. The application’s major elements are:

(a) The proposal abstract that summarizes the problem you wish to address
with your project (no more than 400 words).

(b) The proposal narrative that describes your project’s strategies,
activities, and major deliverables as well as your capacity to address
the problem.

(c) The web-based budget form that details how you will allocate the
grant funds by task, date, and responsible person.
