Overview 
The U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Bureau of Justice Assistance seeks 
applications for funding for state, local, and tribal community supervision agencies to develop and test new or enhanced 
applications of the swift, certain, and fair principles of intervention to reduce recidivism and improve outcomes for people 
under community supervision. This program furthers the DOJ’s mission by reducing the number of crimes committed by 
people under community supervision while promoting the fair administration of justice and advancing public safety. 

This solicitation incorporates the OJP Grant Application Resource Guide by reference. The OJP Grant Application 
Resource Guide provides guidance to applicants on how to prepare and submit applications for funding to OJP. If this 
solicitation expressly modifies any provision in the OJP Grant Application Resource Guide, the applicant is to

To advance Executive Order 13929 Safe Policing for Safe Communities, the Attorney General determined that all state, 
local, and university or college law enforcement agencies must be certified by an approved independent credentialing 
body or have started the certification process, to be eligible for FY 2022 DOJ discretionary grant funding. To become 
certified, the law enforcement agency must meet two mandatory conditions: (1) the agency’s use-of-force policies adhere 
to all applicable federal, state, and local laws and (2) the agency’s use-of-force policies prohibit chokeholds except in 
situations where use of deadly force is allowed by law. The certification requirement also applies to law enforcement 
agencies receiving DOJ discretionary grant funding through a subaward. For detailed information on this certification 
requirement, please visit https://cops.usdoj.gov/SafePolicingEO to access the Standards for Certification on Safe Policing 
for Safe Communities, the Implementation Fact Sheet, and the List of Designated Independent Credentialing Bodies.

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Program Description 

Overview 

OJP is committed to advancing work that promotes civil rights and racial equity, increases access to justice, supports 
crime victims and individuals impacted by the justice system, strengthens community safety and protects the public from 
crime and evolving threats, and builds trust between law enforcement and the community. The purpose of the Swift, 
Certain, and Fair (SCF) Supervision Program is to provide state, local, and tribal community supervision agencies with 
information, resources, and training and technical assistance (TTA) to engage in collaborative problem solving with 
stakeholders using data and research-informed strategies to assess and improve responses to client behavior in 
accordance with the principles of swiftness, certainty, and fairness; improve supervision outcomes; prevent recidivism; 
reduce crime and  incarceration in their jurisdictions; promote the fair administration of justice; and advance public safety. 

Statutory Authority 

Any awards under this solicitation would be made under the Department of Justice Appropriations Act, 2022 
(Pub. L. No. 117-103).

Specific Information 

This grant program seeks to enhance community supervision agencies’ capacity to help reduce recidivism among, and 
improve outcomes for, people under supervision by using the SCF principles of intervention. (Under this solicitation, 
“community supervision agencies” include: adult probation, parole, or pretrial supervision or their equivalents such as 
prosecutor-led, post-adjudication diversion.) 

The SCF principles are: 

Swiftness — Responding to behavior promptly so that people under supervision connect the response to their 
behavior. 
Certainty — Ensuring that sanctions and rewards are applied with consistency and predictability. 
Fairness — Making sanctions proportionate to negative behavior and rewards appropriate to positive behavior.

Goals, Objectives, Deliverables, and Timeline 

Goals 

The goals of the SCF Supervision Program are to provide state, local, and tribal community supervision agencies with 
information, resources, and TTA to improve responses to client behavior in accordance with the principles of swiftness, 
certainty, and fairness; improve supervision outcomes; prevent recidivism; and reduce crime and incarceration in their 
jurisdictions. 

Objectives 

BJA will make up to five awards for grantees to pursue the following objectives: 

1. Develop and implement supervision strategies based on the SCF principles, including responses to both positive
and negative client behaviors.

2. Reduce recidivism among, and improve outcomes for, people under supervision.
3. Identify a target population for the SCF project using a collaborative, data-driven process that is responsive to local

circumstances. (For examples of target populations that may be identified, visit
https://bja.ojp.gov/program/improving-community-supervision-outcomes-through-swift-certain-and-fair-
responses/overview).
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4. Evaluate the effectiveness of SCF strategies to reduce recidivism and improve outcomes for individuals under
community supervision through process and outcome evaluation, preferably involving a comparison or control
group.

Deliverables 

The required deliverables are: 

1. An action plan consisting of a problem analysis, summary of strategies and intended outcomes, a research basis or
data supporting the proposed strategies, and an evaluation plan delivered within 6 months of the award.

2. A final report that documents the process, intervention, outcomes, evaluation findings, and lessons learned.

Consistent with the objectives and deliverables outlined above, applicants should include in their proposals a commitment 
to hire a full-time, onsite program coordinator to manage the day-to-day operations of the SCF project. The program 
coordinator should be housed in the community supervision agency, have experience in the field of criminal justice, and 
have proven capacity to work effectively with key SCF team members such as the chief judge, court staff, parole or 
probation office, law enforcement, and other partners, where applicable. Applicants have discretion in determining which 
agency would be the most suitable to house the program coordinator, based on the proposed project design and the roles 
and responsibilities of the partner agencies. 

The Goals, Objectives, and Deliverables are directly related to the performance measures that show the completed work’s 
results, as discussed in the “Application and Submission Information” section. 

Evidence-Based Programs or Practices 

OJP strongly encourages the use of data and evidence in policymaking and program development for criminal justice, 
juvenile justice, and crime victim services.

Continuation Funding Intent 

BJA may, in certain cases, provide additional funding in future years to awards made under this solicitation through 
continuation awards. OJP will consider, among other factors, OJP’s strategic priorities, a recipient’s overall management 
of the award, and the award-funded work’s progress, when making continuation award decisions. 

Availability of Funds 

This solicitation, and awards (if any are made) under this solicitation, are subject to the availability of appropriated funds 
and to any modifications or additional requirements that may be imposed by the agency or by law. In addition, nothing in 
this solicitation is intended to, and does not, create any right or benefit, substantive or procedural, enforceable at law or in 
equity by any party against the United States; its departments, agencies, or entities; its officers, employees, or agents; or 
any other person.

Additionally, estimate the costs of travel and accommodations for three 
team members to attend at least two meetings during the grant period at an SCF grantee site. All expenses must be 
reasonable, allowable, and necessary to the project. The estimates must provide a breakdown of all costs and adhere to 
the federal per diem.

Award Special Condition — Withholding of Funds for SCF Action Plan 

Once awarded, each grant will have in place a special condition withholding all but $200,000, which is designated for 
preparing an action plan within 180 days of receiving final approval of the project’s budget from the Office of the Chief 
Financial Officer. The recipient will not be authorized to obligate, expend, or draw down funds in excess of $200,000 until 
BJA has reviewed and approved the action plan and a grant award modification has been issued and approved to remove 
the special condition. 

Digital Trust 
Technological devices, artificial intelligence, predictive analytics, and other data-driven solutions (“Technological 
Enhancements”) are increasingly used to augment crime reduction strategies and efforts. Care must be taken to assess 
and address any potential harm that could be activated by these solutions to ensure privacy, civil rights, and civil liberties 
are protected.

If the applicant is seeking priority consideration, applicant must provide the following information: 

Which priority consideration is being sought: 1(A), 1(B), or both. 

What page(s) in the proposal narrative provide documentation of the applicant’s plan to respond to the priority 
consideration. 

For applicants seeking priority consideration 1(B), who is the proposed subawardee to receive the funding and the 
amount of funds proposed. 

This abstract should be written in the third person and will be made publicly available on the OJP website if the project is 
awarded. 

Proposal Narrative 

The proposal narrative should be submitted as an attachment in JustGrants. The attached document should be double-
spaced, using a standard 12-point font; have no less than 1-inch margins; and should not exceed 15 pages. Pages should 
be numbered and submitted as an attachment. If the proposal narrative fails to comply with these length restrictions, BJA 
may consider such noncompliance in peer review and in final award decision. 

The following sections must be included as part of the proposal narrative: 

a. Description of the Issue

Describe why this project/these proposed activities are necessary (significance/value) and/or address a need, and 
provide supporting information, including a discussion of relevant research. 

b. Project Design and Implementation

Describe the strategy to address the needs identified in the Description of the Issue. 
List the proposed project activities and describe how they relate to the stated objectives. Activities are the specific 
actions to be undertaken to fulfill the program objectives and reach the program goal(s). 
Provide a detailed description of the method(s) to be used to carry out each activity. 
Describe the partnership with an evaluator and if random assignment or another type of comparison group will be 
used. 
Provide a timetable indicating roughly when the activities or program milestones will be accomplished. 

If the applicant is seeking priority consideration for Priority 1(A), it should address in this section how the proposed project 
(s) will promote racial equity and/or the removal of barriers to access and opportunity, and/or contribute to greater access
to services, for communities that have been historically underserved, marginalized, and adversely affected by inequality.

c. Capabilities and Competencies

Describe the capabilities and competencies to accomplish the goals and objectives of the project. 
Describe the qualification of the evaluation partner and their prior experience working with correctional agencies and 
other partners to conduct rigorous evaluations. Describe the roles and responsibilities of the evaluation partner in 
the project.

4. Plan for Collecting the Data Required for this Solicitation’s Performance Measures (5 percent) — Evaluate the
applicant’s understanding of the performance data reporting requirements and the plan for collecting the required
data.

5. Budget (10 percent) — Evaluate for completeness, cost effectiveness, and allowability (e.g., reasonable, allocable,
and necessary for project activities).

6. Impact/Outcomes, Evaluation, Sustainability (5 percent) — Evaluate understanding of, and a plan to utilize, data to
assist with analyzing the problem, implementing effective solutions, and drawing conclusions about the
effectiveness of the project
